· How to tell if your Student is being Bullied? 

· Student starts to dislike going to school with no specific complaint, 

· he/she is missing lunch money and possessions more frequently than usual, 

· has bad dreams that involve school,

A bully may be the problem. Don’t expect to hear about it. There is a wall of secrecy between adult and child about bullies that will prevent all but the most serious of problems from being relayed to you. The best bet is observation coupled with a discussion between parent and teacher. Catching the bully in the act is far more preferable than depending on a report from the victim.

· How can I tell if my Student is A Bully? 

· Uses verbal or physical aggression to deal with conflict, 

· has items or money that doesn't belong to he/she, 

· reacts to questioning with anger or violence,

Most bullies learned their craft as a victim. Perhaps they were victims of older or larger students previously. Perhaps they are currently victims of bullying at home, school or another setting. Very often the bully does not see himself as a bully, but believes "this is just the way things should be." Bullies are very cunning and are expert at getting away with it. They frequently portray themselves as the victim or merely exercising "self defense."

Parents have been seeking for ways to know if their child is involved with drugs. Now, rather than telling parents to take their child to a clinic, we offer a variety of drug tests to be preformed in the privacy of their own home. These are FDA approved and have a degree of accuracy suitable for home use. If you suspect that your child is drug involved and not telling you the truth, have him or her take the test at home. Some parents just wanting peace of mind or have kids who have been drug involved in the past and want to help them keep their commitments may desire this. To keep the cost down, these tests are drug specific. However, they can also be purchased as combination tests that will verify up to five families of drugs. 

Parents have asked how they can know for sure if their child has been drinking. You cannot always count on smelling alcohol on their breath or seeing visible signs of alcohol consumption. Keys now offers a home breath tester for alcohol. These testers are not calibrated for court accuracy as are the ones the police use; however, they are sufficiently accurate for home use. Parents' report that it is very "sobering" for a teen to arrive home and to be asked to blow into a tube. The idea is not for parents to become cops, rather parents can demonstrate that they are concerned and willing to go an extra mile to help their children develop responsible habits. These testers can be used to demonstrate to your teen just how little alcohol it takes to register. In many states, if a teen registers any level they can be charged as "in possession" since they have the alcohol inside them. It has also been reported that parents have used these testers on themselves to see if the glass of wine with dinner makes it unwise to drive home.
