· Paying attention to the student's underlying feelings and motives. 

· Showing respect and giving as much power and control as feasible through "Guided Choices" and responsibility. 

· Giving the information then backing off to allow time and space for the student to make a decision (if feasible).

· Avoid confrontations when angry! 

· Choose your battles!

· Behavior Modification Planning will be presented in three consecutive Tuesday evenings, July 17, 24, and 31, 2001 from 6-9 pm. This training presents common disorders found in school students and methods that have proven to work in bringing their behavior into control. One-size-fits-all approaches do not work for every child and often are counter productive. This training will help counselors, teachers and parents to understand the different approaches required for different conditions.
