The ways individuals respond to anger are varied based on the stressors, personality, boundaries, coping skills and life experience. Some individuals skip steps or combine them. Some of the lower steps when combined may become more severe (ex. Verbal statements and breaking personal space - "I'm going to kill you", while up in their face). As anger escalates one might see steps that reflect the progression up the scale of severity. These are the progressions. 

Step 1 - Body Sensations (ex. Blood pressure rising, headache, anxiousness and more...) 

Step 2 - Non-verbal Signs (ex. clenched fist, gritting teeth, body posture and more...) 

Step 3 - Verbal Statements (ex. speaking or screaming at someone and more...) 

Step 4 - Destruction inanimate objects (ex. hitting wall, breaking pencil, throwing things and more...) 

Step 5 - Breaking Personal Space (ex. getting up in someone's face and more...) 

Step 6 - Touching w/o the intent do harm (ex. poking with finger, chest to chest, light pulling and more...) 

Step 7 - Touching to harm (ex. slapping, punching, biting, kicking, and more...) 

Step 8 - Use of a Weapon to intimate, to harm, or kill (ex. rock, stick, knife, gun and more...) 

So what can one do?? Be aware of how you and others handle anger. Make sure you and others are physically and emotional safe. Understand what triggers you and others . Utilize Problem-Solving Techniques and make Anger Management Plans. Lastly, reflect on how you did or how you helped some one deal with anger to be better prepared for next time.

Parents have been seeking for ways to know if their child is involved with drugs.
